The Tucker Middle School Band, Chorus, and Orchestra would like our students to experience competitive performances before a national audience.  We have been invited to perform at the Heritage Chicago Festival in Chicago, IL on Saturday, March 24th, 2018.  We have started our fund-raising process at the beginning of school year to off-set the cost of this trip. Each student was given the opportunity to pay for the entire trip through the fund-raiser or installments.  This is an annual event for Tucker Middle School Music Department and we are asking for your approval. 
The itinerary is listed below.  We are planning to take 32 Band students, 27 Chorus students, and 11 Orchestra students for a total of 70 music students.  We are planning to have 6 parent chaperones.  Performing music is especially critical in students’ musical development.  The music they perform or study often becomes an integral part of their personal musical repertoire.  Compositions provide students with unique insights into the form and structure of music and at the same time help develop their creativity.  Each student will perform the selected repertoire with expression and technical accuracy with a level of difficulty 2 or 3, on a scale of 1 to 6.  The students will demonstrate good posture, instrument hold, embouchure, bow hold, breathing, and principles of meter, rhythm, tonality and harmonic progression in their selections. 
In addition to receiving an opportunity to perform in front of nationally recognized adjudicators, the students are also given an opportunity to visit various attractions throughout the city to enhance their historical knowledge.  To this date, we have raised/collected approximately $15,000.00 for the Band students, approximately $11,000.00 for the Chorus students, and approximately $4,000.00 for the Orchestra students.  This will ensure all students will be able to participate.  The Chicago, IL Music Tour will be a very successful musical experience for the Tucker Middle School Band, Chorus, and Orchestra Programs.

Insurance

There are two methods of insurance offered to each family in order to obtain the proper medical insurance coverage for their child.  This includes family medical insurance established by each parent and medical insurance provided by Worldstrides, traveling agency.
Supervision of Students

There will be a total of approximately 70 Band, Chorus, and Orchestra students, 10 parent chaperones, and 3 music teachers.  Each chaperone will be assigned 4-8 students.  They will supervise and monitor students’ behavior and character throughout the trip. Students will be governed in accordance with the policies and procedures set forth by the DeKalb County Students Code of Conduct.  Boys and girls will sit in separate sections of the bus and they will be supervised by chaperones in the front, the middle and the back of the bus. Boys and girls will also sleep on separate wing on the floor in the hotel, and chaperones will monitor in shifts throughout the night.

Distance

Tucker Middle School to Chicago Marriott Oak Brook Hotel, in Chicago, IL = 735 miles, 11 hours and 2 minutes.
Cost and Method of Financing

The cost for the trip is $800.00 for each student/chaperone.  There will be a total of 2 fundraisers throughout the year to help finance this trip; World’s Finest Chocolate Fundraiser and Skate Night Fundraiser.  As students sell their fundraiser items, 50% of the profit will be credited to their personal account to help off-set the cost of their trip.
